Call to order

Chair Ron Grolla called the meeting to order at 1:05 PM.

Review and approval of agenda
The agenda was approved with no additional items of new business.

Review and approval of minutes

The minutes of the June 9, 2002 meeting were approved as written.

Annual Renewal Letter – status of responses

Bill Palmer from ISA staff reported that all letters were mailed out during the summer. To date 68 responses totaling $2,413 in contributions were received. Additional responses were also anticipated.  Grolla recognized members who provided generous contributions.

Funds Status

The balance of the Life Member fund was estimated to be $10,500 to date and is expected to grow with additional contributions.

Life Members: How Many? Where?

Palmer provided a schedule showing the number of life members by district. The total number of Life Members was noted to be 2,782 with District 2 having the most of any one district. Special mention was made of the growth of Life Members outside of North America. There were now 15 and 4 Life Members in the India region and South America Districts, respectively.

LMC Website - Suggestions

Palmer reported that a Life Member home page is now available and located in the Members & Leaders area of the ISA website. Among other things it provides instructions on how to become a Life Member and the benefits of becoming a life member.

Recent Student Financial Support Activity

The committee agreed with the concept of providing some financial support to student activity. L.M. “Dutch” Keen recommended that financial support be provided to certain student advisors, so that they can attend Presidents Meetings. He elaborated that this will enhance their knowledge of ISA and better prepare them to support student members at their particular school.  

It was also noted that a form that can be completed by a section requesting assistance from the Life Member Committee was available on the Life Member web page.

Lawrence, Bourgois, & Bonds agreed to form a task force that will provide recommendations for financial support by the LMC by the next meeting in April of 2003.

Action Items

Grolla discussed the upcoming Council of Society Delegates by laws change to extend the years of service requirement for life membership.  He mentioned that he will stand and make a comment at the meeting. The comment was read to the committee members.

The committee agreed to donate $1,000 by the end of 2002 to ISA’s General Education fund.
