1. Call to order
The meeting was called to order at 7:30 AM by I&S Department Vice President Larry Wells.  Attendees were asked to introduce themselves.

2. Approval of minutes

The minutes of the April 18 meeting were approved as presented.

3. Agenda approval

After some initial interest in amending the prepared agenda, those with additional items were satisfied that it would allow for their issues to be addressed, and so it was approved.  However it was noted that the dates for the 2004 President's Spring Meeting, at which the next Joint A&T/I&S Department meeting will be held, were incorrectly represented.  The correct dates are  24-28 April 2004.

4.  Summer Newsletter CD project and satisfaction survey

Palmer presented the results of the Summer 2003 Division Newsletter CD project, in which all ISA members with at least one Division membership would receive all the summer newsletters on one CD.  He reported that 19 Divisions had participated.  Mining & Metals and ElectroOptics Division did not submit any material for the newsletter, and hence could not be included.  Domestically, 9,285 were mailed, this taking place during the week of September 15.  The goal had been to try to have the CD delivered to domestic Division members by 30 days prior to the opening of ISA EXPO 2003. It was considered that the goal was partially met. CD's to Division members in Canada (approximately 1,400) and outside US/Canada (about 3,000) were mailed First Class during the week of Sep. 22.  An online survey conducted after the newsletter received an approximately 1% response rate.  Among other things, 61% of the respondents reported a preference for the CD format, and a total of 90% indicated a preference for electronic delivery of one type or another.  Several meeting participants warned against drawing any meaningful conclusions from such a small statistical sample, and from respondents who were using electronic media, noting that this would tend to skew the results.  

Brief discussion ensued as to the desirability of repeating this program next year. This decision will be made the Spring meeting.

4. 2003 Division symposium results.
Analysis - Bob Farmer reported 147 attendees and a $12,500 profit

49th IIS (ASD and TMD) - R. Blais reported that the event would finish in the black by a few thousand, but that final numbers were not yet in.

POWID - Wayne Holland reported that the event had been very successful, with an approximately $15,000 profit and very good attendance.

PUPID - Contributed sessions to the joint TAPPI/PUPID event

Safety - Generally successful, and will participate in AutoWest 2004

WWID - Will provide a report at a later date.

5. 2004 Division Symposia update

Analysis - Scheduled for 18-22 April in Louisville.  This presents the potential for conflict with the Presidents Spring Meeting.

50th IIS - Scheduled for San Antonio 9-13 May.  Several abstracts have already been submitted.  Staff has been asked to assist in the exhibitor sales area.

POWID - Scheduled for 6-11 June 2004 in Colorado Springs.  Increased emphasis on exhibit sales

Safety, WWID, Chem PID -  will organize sessions in Auto West Conference.

6. Division Dues Task Force

Blais briefed on his model for Division dues, the basis of which would involve a primary Division at a higher dues rate and then additional Divisions at a reduced rate.  Brun will chair a task force whose mission it will be to structure specific recommendations for a revised Division dues structure.  Deliberations will be conducted by email, and a set of recommendations will be due by the 2004 PSM.

7. Division Leaders Report Form

Palmer requested Division Directors to complete the online Division Leaders roster form and submit by December 1, so leaders could be properly coded in the ISA database.

8. Joint Department Lunch and Division lunches
Palmer reported that 110 tickets for the 21 October Department Awards luncheon had been sold, and that the eight scheduled Division lunches (Analysis, FPID, WWID, Safety, Marketing & Sales, TelCom, PMCD, and PUPID) had all sold the required minimum number of tickets to go ahead with the event.  In a couple of cases, it was necessary to enter a guarantee slightly in excess of the number of tickets sold, so as to avoid a $100 set up charge imposed in cases where  fewer than 20 tickets had been sold.

9. Department Board Action and Information Items.

The need to elect an A&T Department Vice President elect for 2005-06 (to serve as Department VP in 2007-08) was noted.  Nominations have been solicited via Society-wide broadcast email.

The following Division Director and elect names will be submitted to the Board of Department Vice Presidents for approval.
