DISBDMOP 1.3Revision

These policies and procedures represent officiid@aof the ISA Board of District Vice PresidenRevisions are
subject to the following review and approval:

Presidents. Any changes in policy by the ISA BaafrBistrict Vice Presidents shall include approfgiamendment
of the MOP at the time of adoption. The ExecutiveeEtor may make non-substantive editorial cormiwithout
prior Board review, but subject to later Board esvi

DISBDMOP 1.3.2Prior to approval by the Board of District Vice Bidents of substantive changes in their policies
or practices that have Society-wide implicationg.(ereation of a new District) the Board will imfo the ISA
Executive Board.
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2.0 ISA BOARD OF DISTRICT VICE PRESIDENTS (DISBD)

DISBD 1.0 Composition

The ISA Board of District Vice Presidents conswtall District Vice Presidents. In addition, DistrVice
Presidents-elect may vote for their respectiveristif their District Vice President is absentsé, District Vice

Presidents-elect may participate and vote on nsalttefore the Board as permitted by the Board dfridisvice
PresidentsiModified to add the second sentence June 2001.)

DISBD 2.0 Objective

The Board of District Vice Presidents is resporesiiol administering and overseeing the activitiethe geographic
based Society subunits — the Sections, RegionsDatidcts — within the authority delegated by amdier the
oversight of the ISA Executive Board.

DISBD 3.0Responsibilities and Functions

DISBD 3.11SA Geographic Unit Policies

DISBD 3.1.1The ISA Board of District Vice Presidents adopts fiolicies and criteria for the creation and
dissolution of ISA Geographic Units — Sections,tfiéss, and Regions.

DISBD 3.1.2The ISA Board of District Vice Presidents may elshibsuch other policies and practices as necessary
to create, dissolve, and operate ISA GeographitsUni

DISBD 3.1.3The ISA Board of District Vice Presidents will adister the policies and practices affecting ISA
Geographic Units.

DISBD 3.1.4The ISA Board of District Vice Presidents approties creation and dissolution of all ISA Sections,
Regions, and Districts.

The ISA Board of District Vice Presidents will renmend a budget for the carrying out of the resgmlitis of the
Board and the District Vice Presidents, includihg éxpense allowances for the Districts and th&ibid/ice

Presidents for inclusion in the annual Society lmidghe ISA Board of District Vice Presidents wilanage the
budget and provide an accounting of the expendittor¢he ISA Executive Board.

DISBD 4.0.0rganization

DISBD 4.1 Chair

The ISA Board of District Vice Presidents will elecChair each year to serve a one-year term biegirum

1 January of the year following election. The Chedll be selected from the previously elected ExaeuBoard

District Vice-Presidents.

All District Vice Presidents may participate andesfor the Chair as well as all District Vice Pdsits-elect who
will begin serving their terms at the time the Claisumes office.

The ISA Board of District Vice Presidents Chairliinction as the presiding officer over all megsrof the ISA
Board of District Vice Presidents and will handlels other responsibilities as the ISA Executive i8aa the ISA
Board of District Vice Presidents assigns to thaiCh

The Chair will serve ex officio as the representabtf the District Vice Presidents on the ISA Exe@iCommittee.

DISBD 4.2 Vice-Chair
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The Vice-Chair will be elected following the elaiof Chair from the entire group of eligible DistrVice
Presidents.

The Vice-Chair will preside over any meetings af t8A Board of District Vice Presidents in the aixseof the
Chair and will handle such other responsibilitisgtee ISA Board of District Vice Presidents assignthe Vice-
Chair.

In the event the Chair is unable to serve all errtfmainder of his or her term, the Vice-Chair silcceed the Chair
for the remainder of the term.

DISBD 4.3 Committees

The ISA Board of District Vice Presidents may ceestanding and temporary committees, task foreespther
groups as it determines necessary to support jgxtnes. The Chair will appoint the Chairs of swdmmittees that
function during his or her term of office.

DISBD 4.4 Board of District Vice Presidents Eleasoand Voting

Including the Chair, the ISA Board of District Vi€gesidents must elect six (6) of its members teesen the ISA
Executive Board. The Chair serves as one of thegé)smembers ex officio. Each elected represérgaterves on
the ISA Executive Board for a one-year term angligible for Executive Board service in each yefhie or her
term as District Vice President.

DISBD 4.4.1 Eligibility

All sitting District Vice Presidents with one ye@maining in his or her term and incoming Distkfite Presidents
taking up office on the®1January next are eligible for election to the IB¥ecutive Board.

DISBD 4.4.2 Voting

Effective 1 January 2004, only District Vice Presits that will be serving next year or the DVP Etbat will be
taking office next year may participate and votetf@ ISA Executive Board representatives. ShaudDVP or
Elect from a district not be present then the Eéeaiutgoing DVP may vote in place of the posititisted above.
Each District has only one voting delegate.

DISBD 4.4.3 A quorum for the election shall be 56#4hose who may vote.

DISBD 4.4.4 The election shall be by ballot. Caadiéd who have indicated a willingness to partigpatthe
election will have their names placed on the bahaiwn in Attachment A -DISBD 4.4.4. The ballotdl we
tabulated by the parliamentarian using a weightegtture as indicated on the ballot.

DISBD 4.4.5 The election of the 6 Executive Boadresentatives of the ISA Board of District Vicestdents will
take place first. Followed by the election frorstgroup of the Chair.

DISBD 4.4.6 Election of a Vice President to sesnethe Executive Board is a personal privilegehlnevent that a
Vice President elected to the ISA Executive Bodeddresigns, or is removed from office, his or élect does not
acquire a position on the ISA Executive Board.

DISBD 4.4.7 In the event that a Vice Presidenttelé to serve on the ISA Executive Board diesgresor is
removed from office, the Board of District Vice Bigents must elect a replacement from among thei®i¥ice
Presidents from the same rotation. In this cassjtihg District Vice Presidents and sitting ékeare eligible to
vote.

DISBD 4.4.8 Balloting may be done in person atgutarly scheduled meeting of the Board of Distiicte
Presidents or at a special meeting of the Boamligifict Vice Presidents or by mail, or by electiomeans. In the
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case of mail or electronic balloting the Chair mestiablish the rules and delays at least 30 ddgsebthe balloting
starts.

DISBD 4.4.9 In the event of a tie, the number ddtfplace votes, second place votes, and so ondshewsed to
break the tie. If a tie still exists, a run-off efien should then be held.

DISBD 5.0Board of District Vice Presidents Meetings

DISBD 5.1The members of the Board of District Vice Presidemttmprise the primary governing body of the
Society Districts. Each member of the Board sheasgonsibility for the beneficial and business-lieration of all
Society District activities.

DISBD 5.2District Vice Presidents and their elects collegljvmeet and participate in activities that sehart
shared objectives. The Board of District Vice Rtests meets in conjunction with every ISA Execuidaard
Meeting.

DISBD 5.30bjectives

The objectives of the District Vice Presidents’ Negs are:

DISBD 5.3.1To share information of District and Society widderest.

DISBD 5.3.2To explore methods for better intra-District anttanSociety communications.

DISBD 5.3.3Review new initiatives for the Society related EAls geographic units and recommend action or
referral to an appropriate task force, committeeDistrict for action.

DISBD 5.4Meeting Agenda

The Chair reviews and establishes an agenda forBaard of District Vice Presidents Meeting. Themrdg is
composed of items identified by members of the Badistrict Vice Presidents, the Board of DepatiVice
Presidents, the Executive Board, or by referrahftbe Executive Director or his or her designee.

DISBD 5.4.1Each member of the Board of District Vice Presidédras the following obligation to all other
members of the Board.

To identify in advance all matters that will be g#d on the agenda.

To document the background, basis for need and ottportant details related to the proposal (o}
assistance from the Executive Director, or hiserdesignee, in preparing the documentation).

To provide sufficient time for members of the Bo&wdstudy the matter prior to the meeting.

DISBD 5.4.2Undocumented matters which are listed or proposedttention at the meeting are assigned a place
on the agenda following those on which documentadiod advance study have been made.

DISBD 5.4.3Carry-Over of Agenda Items

Each item or proposal admitted to the agenda isrgigtentification in a numerical series. All actitems remain on
the agenda for subsequent meetings until a firsgladiition is made and recorded in the minutes.

DISBD 5.4.4Documentation
The agenda and supporting documentation are digtddoy the Executive Director, or his or her desigy about

two weeks before the date of the meeting. Docurtientincludes Board Minutes and the preliminary Bbagenda
and attachments. Subsequent mailings or additignoglosals for documentation will be made if they ba received
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prior to the meeting. To the extent practical, agenda and supporting documentation may be provgled
electronic means.

DISBD 5.5Conduct of Board Meetings

DISBD 5.5.1The Board of District Vice Presidents will conditstbusiness and take action under the same policie
as the ISA Executive Board.

Robert’s Rules of Order, revised, determine thedoohof business in all Board meetings except wirerensistent
with the Society’s Bylaws. (See Bylaws, Article XKl

The Board of District Vice Presidents may meetme or more of its members may attend a meetirigg @sidio or
video conferencing.

The Board of District Vice Presidents may takeactvithout meeting as long as all members agreei¢h action.
DISBD 5.5.2It is expected that Board of District Vice Presitlemembers will familiarize themselves with the
preliminary agenda and the documentation of theuarproposals prior to the meeting. To the expassible,
guestions that arise should be clarified with thprapriate Board member or Headquarters staff memter to the
meeting.

DISBD 5.6Additions to the Agenda

The Chair, before taking items on the establislgghda, lists additions to the agenda on which azbvaotice has
been given and then calls for other additions ¢éoaenda by the members.

DISBD 5.7Board of Department Vice Presidents Meeting Minutes

The Board of Department Vice Presidents Meetingutéia are the record of official actions of the Bbakctions
of the Board requiring changes of documentatiovainous manuals should be pointed-out by the mouiffiger.
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3.0 ISA GEOGRAPHIC UNITS (GEO)
GEO 1.0Introduction

ISA’s Geographic Units are sub-groups of ISA whielry out ISA’s Mission and business plans througttloe
world. The current geographic units are Sectioreg(far and Student), Regions, and Districts.

GEO 2.0Compliance with ISA Governing Documents

Sections and Regions are established as offictalesnof ISA, by approval of the ISA Board of Dist Vice
Presidents and execution of a charter agreemenebatISA and the Geographic Unit. All actions oa plart of any
Geographic Unit must comply fully with the Missiand Bylaws of ISA.

GEO 3.0ISA Intellectual Property

ISA’s Geographic Units may contract with ISA toghisinate the intellectual property of ISA througheaety of
means. This intellectual property, though solelywed/by ISA, is for the use and benefit of the Siyci large. Such
use must not conflict with ISA’s Society objectiv@suse by other Society units, nor may it be usdchpede or
conflict with the business operations of the Sgcieise must be approved in advance by the ISA BikexDirector
or his or her designee. (Referl®A Intellectual Property Policies - IN)I

GEO 4.0Charters

Charters granted to ISA Sections and Regions aedoan a contract between the Society the Secti®egion that
defines the legal and geographic rights, respditgikj and limitations of the unit.

GEO 5.0 Definitions of ISA Geographic Units
GEO 5.1Sections

GEO 5.1.1General Description - A Section is a group of that more members within a geographical area who
believe in the objectives of the Society and isrtgrad by the Board of District Vice President®perate as an
official ISA affiliate.

Sections have authority to develop activities spanse to local needs. ISA Sections are sepa@tprafit legal
entities from ISA and obtain their own tax-exempt$s. Though they are officially established &fés of ISA,
they function autonomously in accordance with tlogin bylaws and constitution. However, those gowern
documents must not conflict with the Bylaws of I8Ad cannot undermine ISA’s Mission and Businesa$ilaany
way.

GEO 5.1.2Membership - Members of Sections must also be mesrdfehe Society. (revised 10/2008)

GEO 5.1.3Representation within ISA - Sections are represkimé¢he Society by their District Vice Presideat (
member of the Society’s Board of District Vice Rdests), and by each Section’s Delegate who reptgeskee
Section at the annual Council of Society Delegatesting.

GEO 5.1.4Financial management - Since Sections are sepagstkentities, they each maintain their own firiahc
accounts and manage their funds according to @&sempproved budget based on their activities andrams. In
support of the Region or District to which theydrad, they may choose, voluntarily, to contributedsi to the
Region or District for support of Region or Distractivities.

GEO 5.1.5Rights to use ISA logo and property - As an afffliaf ISA, Sections are licensed to use the ISAejam
logo, acronym, slogans, and other general identifffademarks of ISA to promote the Section’s @i without
royalty as long as such use conforms to ISA pdickich use shall also clearly indicate that thigigcpromoted is
a function of the Section and not ISA. ISA unitsl affiliates may not sublicense such rights to thmless
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expressly approved in advance by the ISA Boardsarepresentative, the ISA Executive Director, esignee.
(Refer toINT 3.2 1).

GEO 5.1.6Contractual Obligations - Sections frequently et contracts and letters of agreement with vesdo
in their area. Sections may not enter into contilatommitments on behalf of ISA or any other ISAtuFurther,
Section Leaders should not enter into any contshctioligation if the Section is not incorporatedianthe laws of
the local governing unit; doing so could resuldirect personal liability to the individual Sectibrader. Section
contractual relationships must be in the name ®Séction only and may not imply that ISA is obleghin any way.

GEO 5.2Regions

GEO 5.2.1General Description - The purpose of the Regido enhance the effectiveness among a group of
Sections that have a common cultural or geogratétionship through communication programs inalgdi
meetings, newsletters and correspondence. (Ref2IS@1).

GEO 5.2.2Regions represent a larger geographic area thamalsection. Typically, a Region will encompass an
entire country, which would include more than tweatons, and be located outside the United States Region
exists to provide support to the sections, by &ingign joint activities, such as: table top shawsl periodicals; and
to be a coordinating link between the sectionsihglthem to work together for each other's mutueidfit.

GEO 5.2.3Membership - All Section members within a Regioa also members of that Region. They do not,
however, pay any additional dues to the Regionjstirere any formal system of funding Region atiéig from
dues monies. The Region may be separately incagzhrand should be, if it will carry out any busiaectivities or
if it intends to become involved in contractualeangements.

GEO 5.2.4Representation within ISA - Regions are represeimtdie Society by Region Chairs, who report disect
to the District Vice President (DVP) for the ISAdbict within which the Region is located.

GEO 5.2.5Equitable Relationships with All Sections - Partled Region Chair’s responsibility is to ensure tha
one Section, or group of Sections, within the Reg@jains any unfair business advantage over the séutions
therein. Regional participation in such activitésstrade shows, and revenues generated from attidti@s such as
advertising, the conduct of training courses, aftall be managed in such a way that all Sectiotise Region have
equal opportunity to participate in financial ohet benefits.

GEO 5.2.6Regional Committees - The Regional Chairman estaddi standing Regional Committees; may establish
other committees for special needs of the Regind;appoints the Chairs of all Regional Committées.the

purpose of conducting business, and for betterdination of activities within the Region, the RegiGhair may
establish working committees, and appoint chaithdse committees.

GEO 5.2.7Rights to use ISA logo and property - As a uniaffiliate of ISA, Regions, are licensed to uselha
name, logo, acronym, slogans, and other generalifgieg trademarks of ISA to promote the Regioaldivities
without royalty as long as such use conforms to p®Acies. Such use shall also clearly indicate the activity
promoted is a function of the Region and not IS3A lunits and affiliates may not sublicense suchtsgo others
unless expressly approved in advance by the ISAWlEKXe Board or its representative, the ISA Exeeubirector,
or designee. (Refer to Executive Board MOP INT B.2.

GEO 5.2.8Contractual Obligations - Regions may need to dntercontracts and letters of agreement with vesdo
in their area on behalf of the Region or the Sestwithin the Region. Regions may not enter intotiaxtual
commitments on behalf of ISA or any other ISA uaitfside of the Region’s boundaries. Further, Regiisaders
should not enter into any contractual obligatiothé Region is not incorporated under the lawefibcal

governing unit; doing so could result in directgmeral liability to the individual Region Leader.dken contractual

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GEO 5.3Districts

GEO 5.3.1General Description - The basic objective of thetiiit is to enhance the effectiveness of Sectiwh a
Region activities through communication prograntduiding meetings, newsletters and correspondeRedef to
DIS).

GEO 5.3.2Districts are the largest of the Geographic Uthitayever they do not stand as separately incorpbrate
entities. They typically include numerous sectiarg] may include multiple Regions. Though Regiaesugually
confined to one country, a District may cross naldoundaries. Within the US and Canada, Distitetkide
several states or provinces, and outside North Aad&istricts can encompass entire continents, ascbouth
America, and Europe.

GEO 5.3.3Representation within ISA - Each District is leddDistrict Vice President (DVP), who also sitstba
Board of District Vice Presidents. The Board oftbét Vice Presidents meets several times per tgeaoordinate
activities of the Sections and Regions, helpingrisure that ISA members are being served adequhtelygh their
Section affiliation.

GEO 5.3.4Rights to use ISA logo and property - As a unit®A4, Districts, are licensed to use the ISA naragpl
acronym, slogans, and other general identifyindenaarks of ISA to promote the District’s activiti@ghout royalty
as long as such use conforms to ISA policies. $isetshall also clearly indicate that the activityrpoted is a
function of the District. ISA units and affiliat@say not sublicense such rights to others unlessesgly approved in
advance by the Executive Board or its represematie ISA Executive Director, or designee. (RéfeExecutive
Board MOP INT 3.2.1).

GEO 5.3.5Contractual relationships — Districts may not eimés contracts and letters of agreement for thpase
of conducting activities which enhance the berafi value of the Sections within the District. ptbposed District
contracts must be executed by the ISA Executiveddir or designee in the name of ISA.
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4.0 DISTRICTS (DIS)

DIS 1.00bjective

The basic objective of the District organizatiotidsenhance the effectiveness of Section activitiezsugh
communication programs including meetings, newsistand correspondence. The District Vice President
establishes standing District Committees; may éistabther committees for special needs of therigitstand
appoints the Chairmen of all District committees.

District Organization

The Districts are subdivisions of the Society. ISIA Sections have been grouped into Districts toagance with
the policies of the ISA Executive Board and theursgments of the Bylaws. (See Geographic UnithenExecutive
Board MOP.) Each District elects a District ViceeBident responsible for overseeing the activitfabe District.

From time to time, or upon petition by a Sectioguesting a transfer, the ISA Board of District VReesidents may
transfer or regroup the Sections among the Distrketirther, the ISA Board of District Vice Presitteray modify
the number of Districts.

The following guidelines have been adopted by tbarB of District Vice Presidents to aid in theinsweration of
when it is appropriate to establish a new District.

DIS 2.2.4Provides an annual business plan (goals and obgsgti The business plan will be used by ISA
Headquarters to develop the District financial letddrhe plan may include travel support neededfstrict Vice
President, District Vice President-elect, and Distlominator. (added 10/2008)

DIS 2.2.5Provides an annual report of District activitieshe President by December 31 of each year.

DIS 2.2.6Establishes District Chairs and Committees as reemlperform duties.

DIS 2.2.7Authorizes the Executive Director to inform Sectfficers and/or members on matters of general
interest to the District.

DIS 2.2.8Arranges for visits by other Officers of the Sogitt Sections in the District.

DIS 2.2.9Calls meetings of Section officers, Delegates, istrigt committees as desired, or upon instructiba
majority of Society Delegates within the District.

DIS 2.2.10Plans an orientation workshop for the purpose fofrining and training incumbent and incoming
Section, Region and District officers. The Distite President may call upon Society Staff forphahd assistance
in coordinating this function. (revised 10/2008)

DIS 2.2.11Maintains liaison with Section Officers and Regfficers and Committees within the District as well
as with other Officers of the Society. Serves aisdin representative between the District and K8A.s

DIS 2.2.12Chairs the District Council Meeting in conjunctiaith the Council of Society Delegates Meeting. The
District Vice President presents an annual refoitié Delegates of the District, conducts requidestrict elections,
and transacts other business as necessary.

DIS 2.2.13Arranges for the annual District Nominating ComssttMeeting which is to be conducted in accordance
with the Bylaws. (See Bylaws Article XI, Paragraih)

DIS 2.2.14Assists in the formation of new Sections and Stu@ewgtions in the District and presents petitians f
charter to the ISA Board of District Vice President

DIS 2.2.15Presents charters to new Sections or arrangesnpaéise by another Society officer.

DIS 2.2.16Advises Sections on legal, financial, and accogntiractices, or refers Sections leaders to ISA &iaf
information.

DIS 2.2.17Recommends members from the District to serve ame8ocommittees.

DIS 2.2.18Serves as an ex-officio member of Host Committee$SA Conferences and Symposia held in the
District and reviews Host Committee minutes.
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DIS 2.2.19Keeps Department Vice Presidents and the Boardstfi€ Vice Presidents informed of plans,
programs and publicity for Society conferences, mysia and exhibits scheduled for the District.

DIS 2.2.20Assists Section Officers in communication with t8& Executive Board, ISA Board of District Vice
Presidents, ISA Staff and other organizationalsunitthe Society.

DIS 2.2.21Keeps informed about local Sections of other tezdirgocieties in the District and how their actest
may impact ISA membership and ISA Section relatigssin the District.

DIS 2.2.22Represents the President and Executive Board ataifBlASA related functions in the District.

DIS 2.2.23Nominates Chairs for each District function wittire District Organization Chart for the followingar
by January 1 before the term begins. The list ofinees is sent to Society Headquarters. If appednsee not
needed for each function, this should be indicatethe list of nominees sent to Headquarters.

DIS 2.2.24Serves on the Board of District Vice Presidentsiareligible for election as Chairman of the Board.

DIS 2.2.25Serves as District Honors & Awards Chairman fowa-year term upon retirement as District Vice
President. The Chairman also serves as a votingoereaf the District Planning Committee.

DIS 2.2.26Forwards files and other materials to the eledhleytime when the elect is to take office.
DIS 2.30rganization & Administration

DIS 2.3.10ne District Vice President is elected from eacbggaphical District of the Society. Nomination and
election of District Vice Presidents are by thei8tycDelegates representing each Section of thei€lif
accordance with the Bylaws.

The Section Charter is an agreement between thetgand the Section based on the principles asr&rined in
Appendix Pto the Executive Board MOP.

Sections are encouraged to produce their newslettet conduct their meetings in their members’dageg of
choice. To the extent practicable, ISA will suppefforts to provide ISA material in the local large.

SEC 1.0Formation of New Sections and Sub-Sections

Section” is not within these guidelines becausetiplal Sections might be formed in southern Spain.

The Section should do noentloan is
absolutely necessary in order that the DistriceMzesident and the ISA Board of District Vice Rtests can
appropriately review and act upon its request. Bbard of District Vice Presidents will then requast
appropriation of funds from the ISA Executive Boasla non-budgeted item.

SEC 9.0Section Awards

Sections are free to establish a local awards progrhich may be based on service to the Sectioromad
community; however, Section awards should not ieédentical honors and terminology as Society-veideards so
as to avoid confusion. (For example, Sections ghoat establish an Honorary Member award, nor prtegiamond
membership pins as this honor is reserved for twe®/ President).

SEC 10.0Section Liaisons to Outside Organizations

Some ISA sections have appointed contacts withdritsrganizations. These individuals are appoibiethe
Section president to exchange information with ptitganizations and to present the Section’s viewspecific
subjects. The preferred title to be used for tlwesdacts is section liaison. It is recommended thetppointment
of these contacts be confirmed in writing by thet®a president to the section liaison.

With such participation the sponsoring Sections/g® the publicity, meeting space and miscellanenaterial
needed to facilitate programming by these groupsh@norarium or other financial compensation (if)ao be
presented to the participating group by the spang@ection should be agreed on at the initial progning
discussion of the two groups. Such a financialgation of the Section is a conference budget item.

SEC 11.1.5A sponsoring Section has responsibility for alldmgiall monies associated with a conference and/or
exhibit. The services of the Society’s Staff shdudused when needed, and such services shoultudgated
item.

SEC 11.1.6The sponsoring Section should clearly outline eixipiblicies and exhibit layout for all prospective
exhibitors at the outset. The budget of a confexeupported by exhibitors should be kept small.

SEC 11.1.7A Section should inform Section and Division Seeg&Staff of the dates for the conference and/or
exhibit as soon as available and avoid unnecessanflicts with other ISA functions.

SEC 11.1.8onference & Exhibit Funding

When requested, the Society may provide the irfitiadls for operation of the conference and/or ekhithe money
allocated for fund repayment is a budget item efdbnference/exhibit and is repaid before the detetion of a
surplus or deficit.

SEC 11.2Section Sponsored Annual District Conference anBxdribit

An annual District conference and/or exhibit spaaddyy a Section within the District is organizesing the same
guidelines as outlined in SEC 11.1. In additior, #inganization of a District conference and/or bitlshould
include a standing committee (steering) dedicateti¢ year-to-year operation of an annual conferemd/or
exhibit. It is recommended that a Section whicspsnsoring one of the annual conferences and ¢ghibé the
guidelines provided by the Steering Committee éndhanual of operation.

SEC 11.2.1Steering Committee

The membership of the Committee includes the chairof the conferences and/or exhibits for the peased,
the current year, and for the succeeding two yiansaintain adequate continuity.

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conference and/or exhibit, the conference chairsedomits to the committee a written report of alitipent
show activities.

The Section sponsoring a District conference angitbibit should include as a budget item a spetdigmount
for a District conference and/or exhibit deficinfli This fund is maintained by the Steering Conesitind the
dispensation of the fund’s monies should be desdrib the Manual of Operations.

SEC 11.2.2ection Responsibility

When a sponsoring Section elects to work with tteei$hg Committee in presenting a conference arekbibit, the
following are in effect:

The Section Conference Committee Chairman becomeneber of the Steering Committee upon assuming
chairmanship.

The Section Conference Chairman submits a budgbet&teering Committee for approval as early asipte
and in compliance with the Steering Committee OjregaManual.

The Section Conference Chairman submits a progepsst of conference activities at each meetinthef
Steering Committee until the final report is sultedtfollowing the completion of the conference.

The Section Conference Chairman submits to theiStge€ommittee a final written report after the qaation of
the conference. The report contains the final fongreport, and a general overview report thaluides a detailed
report from each major conference sub-committee.

The Section should include as a budget item an atramiindicated in the Steering Committee’s Mamdal
Operation for a conference and/or exhibit defigitd. This fund is maintained and administered leySteering
Committee.

SEC 11.3Publication of Papers from Section Sponsored Mgstin

The Society encourages wide dissemination of ISgepa Toward this end, the Society publishes bound
proceedings that include Annual Conference anddliziii programmed symposia papers that are subnhijtedpre-
established (usually eight weeks before the megting date. Additionally, the Society through itskcations
Department and ISA Staff, offers publishing sersite Sections.

In particular, the Society encourages any effdvés will lead to a centralized source of all Socigtesentations.

All documents published under the ISA logo and idiexl in any way as an ISA publication, must miet
standards of originality and quality that have bestablished by the ISA Publications Departmene palicies are
covered in detail in the Publications Department®i®@he following are further explanations and/anmaries of
the policies that are particularly applicable tet®m-initiated publications.
