MINUTES

1.       Call to Order

The meeting was called to order by R. Blais at 1:00pm. The group was asked to introduce themselves.

Review and Approval of Agenda

The agenda was approved as distributed. The list of Division Facilitators was presented to the group.

3.       Approval of Minutes

It was moved (Tolliver), and seconded (Keen) to accept the minutes of the previous meeting as distributed.

4.      Advisory Board Facilitator Reports

R. Blais asked each Facilitator and/or Division Director to give a brief report on their Division activities.

ASD – The 48th IIS was held in San Diego, CA. Both sponsoring Divisions had difficulties in getting papers. There were a total of 111 people that attended the Symposium. In addition, 42 new members were recruited. Ron Dieck is the 49th IIS Chair in Orlando, Florida. Discussions are underway about getting other Divisions involved in programming at their Symposia.

CHEMPID – Terry Tolliver, Director, reported that CHEMPID has submitted their budget and annual report. They are planning on 5-6 sessions at ISA 2002. They will host a table at the Joint A&T/I&S Department Luncheon in addition to presenting their Best Paper award from ISA 2001. Director-elect, James Dawson will take on the Director position January 1, 2003.

CONDES – No Report.

FPID – Marge Widmeyer was not present at this meeting but Robert Webb pointed out that FPID will be programming at the Northeast Regional Meeting. FPID is in progress of setting up a Scholarship Fund.  FPID is also co-sponsoring the 21 CFR - Is Your Company Ready? Part of the Technical Conference series in August 2002. FPID will publish a newsletter prior to that conference so sufficient advertising can be done.

G&C – They will host a Productivity Issues Panel session at ISA 2002. G&C and TXD will co-host a table at the Joint A&T/I&S Luncheon. The 2003 Budget, Business Plan and Annual Report all have been turned in. G&C will publish their Summer Newsletter prior to ISA 2002.

POWID –It was reported that POWID had a successful Symposium, a week prior to the President's Summer Meeting. Bob Hubby reported that attendance was 147 including students.

PUPID – Brad Carlberg, Director reported that they will be programming 8 sessions at ISA 2002. A luncheon is set up for ISA 2002 where they will give out 30 free lunches to the first 30 people on Tuesday, 22 October. They have published 2 electronic newsletters and will be working on their Summer Newsletter, which will be a printed version.

WWID – 2003 Budget, Business Plan and past years Annual Report were all turned in. WWID will program 8 technical sessions (4 paper sessions, 2 panels and 2 tutorials) at ISA 2002. The Division will host a table at the Joint A&T/I&S Department Luncheon on Monday, 21 October. They will also have their own separate Luncheon on Tuesday, 22 October. WWID is planning their First Annual Symposia in 2003.  A Call for Papers will be included in their next Newsletter.

COMPUTEC – Dutch reported on behalf of Mark Janke, COMPUTEC Division Director that they just published a Spring edition of their newsletter. Plans for the Summer edition are underway. COMPUTEC along with TELCOM and ELEOP will jointly sponsor the Industrial Communications Symposium next year. A Call for Papers is being generated and will be included in their Summer 2002 newsletters.

SAFETY–– Annual Report, Budget and Business Plan have all been submitted. They will be programming 10 technical sessions at ISA 2002, hosting a table at the Joint A&T/I&S Luncheon and sponsoring a Luncheon at ISA 2002.

TELCOM – See attached report from Thomas Morrow, Division Director

TMD – Jointly sponsored the 48th IIS with the Aerospace Industries Division. Working together to contact other Divisions to program at the 49th IIS. There was also 1 Fellow Nominee from TMD. Director-elect, Neal Baum will take on the position of Director starting January 1, 2003.

5. Division Scholarships

Allen Cogley presented the following information.

1) To perpetuate the profession, the divisions fund scholarships for students in the i,s,&a field.

2) Strong ties with colleges and universities bring additional technical programming to the Society.

3) ISA has a scholarship-matching program to catalyze the raising of scholarship funds.

4) With named scholarship endowments, the donor gets to control the granting of the scholarship.

5) Divisions have used their reserve funds to form endowments in their division’s name.

6) Procedure to establish an endowment.

a) Division leadership concludes that they have a long-term commitment to scholarships and have funds in their reserve that they want to commit.

b) A standard endowment contact is written stating the commitments of all parties.  The division director and their Vice President sign this contract.

c) Funds from the division reserve are matched by ISA reserve funds and the sum is placed in a ISA Foundation account that is invested with ISA’s total reserve funds.

d) Once an endowment is established, further donations can be made at any time and in any amount.

7) How endowments work.

a) The investment returns are used to fund scholarships, grow the principal and pay any administrative fees.  The historical (last twenty years) invest return on ISA funds have been between 8 and 10 percent.  The plan is to use 5 percent to fund the scholarship, 1.5 percent to pay administrative fees and the remainder goes to build the principal.

b) The ISA Foundation reports each year to the endowment holders the status of their endowment in terms of principal and cash account.

c) Divisions request that the ISA Foundation pay for their scholarship each year using funds in the division’s endowment’s cash account. 

Once established, the endowment is a useful vehicle to raise funds from a variety of sources, including industry.  The division membership can help in this process.
