	BYLAWS AMENDMENT:  ARTICLE I - NAME
On 3 June 2008, the ISA Executive Board approved a motion to recommend to the Council of Society Delegates that the legal name of the Society be changed from "ISA — The Instrumentation, Systems, and Automation Society" to “International Society of Automation.”

RESOLVED:  that Article I, Section 1, be amended to strikeout the words “ISA – The Instrumentation, Systems, and Automation Society” and insert the words “International Society of Automation” and that the officers of the Society be authorized and directed to execute any and all necessary documents to affect the change of the Society name legally.
The amended bylaws would read (eliminations; new wording underlined):

ARTICLE I - Name

1.
The name of this organization is ISA – The Instrumentation, Systems, and Automation Society International Society of Automation. The organization is a North Carolina nonprofit corporation and is hereafter referred to as the “SOCIETY” or “ISA.”

	BYLAWS AMENDMENT:  ARTICLE XVIII - DUES AND ASSESSMENTS

On 3 June 2008, the ISA Executive Board approved a motion to recommend to the Council of Society Delegates that the dues rate for full dues paying members be increased from $85.00 to $100.00.
RESOLVED:  that Article XVIII, Section 1 be amended to strikeout the Member, Senior Member, and Fellow dues amount of $85.00 and insert $100.00; strikeout the dues amount of $158.00 for two years discounted rate and insert $186.00; and strikeout the dues amount of $225.00 for three years discounted rate and insert $265.00.

The amended bylaws would read (eliminations; new wording underlined):

	BYLAWS AMENDMENT:  ARTICLE XVIII - DUES AND ASSESSMENTS
On 3 June 2008, the ISA Executive Board approved a motion to recommend to the Council of Society Delegates that the Section rebate amount be changed from 20% to 15% and the optional Section contributions to Districts be eliminated.
RESOLVED:  that Article XVIII, Section 5, paragraph a, be amended to strikeout “in 2004, 17% of dues received from dues paying members, less any amount that is returned to the District with which the member is affiliated, returning to 20% in 2005. Unless a Section advises staff otherwise, 25% of its dues rebate will be distributed to the District Treasurer of the appropriate District for District expenses. Sections may change their percentage of rebate to the District from 25% to any other percentage, including zero” and insert “15% of the dues received to the section.” 

The amended bylaws would read (eliminations; new wording underlined):

The Executive Director shall return a portion of the dues received from each member to the Section or District with which the member is affiliated no later than three months after receipt of the dues in accordance with the following schedule:

a.
For each Fellow, Senior Member, or Member – 15% of the dues received to the section. in 2004, 17% of dues received from dues paying members, less any amount that is returned to the District with which the member is affiliated, returning to 20% in 2005. Unless a Section advises staff otherwise, 25% of its dues rebate will be distributed to the District Treasurer of the appropriate District for District expenses. Sections may change their percentage of rebate to the District from 25% to any other percentage, including zero.
