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DISTRICT COUNCIL MEETINGS  

WITH REVIEW OF PARLIAMENTARY PROCEDURES

A review of parliamentary procedures was held prior to the Annual Members meeting. The session also included an opportunity for open dialog discussion among Delegates to ask clarifying questions about items on the Council of Society Delegates agenda. 

ANNUAL MEMBERS MEETING

The Annual Members Meeting was held prior to convening the Council of Society Delegates meeting, at which time reports were presented by President Dunn, Treasurer Staples, and President-elect Secretary Cockrell. These reports and annual reports of other Executive Board members are available on the ISA website (Council of Society Delegates webpage).  Paper copies are available from ISA Headquarters upon request. 

COUNCIL OF SOCIETY DELEGATES

The Sixty-third Annual Meeting of the ISA Council of Society Delegates was called to order at 10:00 am CDT, at the Westin Galleria Hotel, Houston, Texas, USA, by President Kim Miller Dunn with other officers being present.

The President introduced the following individuals who were seated at the head table: President-elect Secretary, Mr. Gerald Cockrell; Treasurer, Mr. H. Leo Staples; Executive Director, Mr. Patrick J. Gouhin, Past President, Mr. Stephen R. Huffman; and the Executive Board Parliamentarian and Timekeeper, Mrs. Joan Houghton-Bonds.

The Credentials Committee reported a representation of 112 regular Sections and 20,587 regular Members, thus establishing a quorum, which required 67 Sections and 11,359 Members. The Credentials Committee report was ACCEPTED.

President Dunn announced that the minutes of the 2 October 2007 Council Meeting were approved by the 2007 Executive Committee, and she appointed the 2008 Executive Committee to approve the minutes of the 2008 Council Meeting.

On motion of the delegate from the Twin Cities Section, seconded by the delegate from the Southwest Idaho Section, the Standing Rules, as distributed, were unanimously ADOPTED.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA

President Dunn reported that a Resolutions Committee had been appointed to review items submitted after the agenda was issued.  The members of the Resolutions Committee for the 2008 meeting were Joan Houghton-Bonds, Gerald Cockrell and Stephen Huffman.

President-elect Secretary Cockrell reported that no items had been submitted to the Resolutions Committee for addition to the agenda. 

On motion of the delegate from the New Orleans Section, and seconded by the delegate from the Baton Rouge Section, the agenda (Appendix A) was ADOPTED.

RECOGNITION OF SOCIETY SERVICE

The method of voting by raising hands was approved by consent.  The election proceeded, and the individuals above, as submitted by the Nominating Committee, were elected to office for terms beginning January 1, 2009.

BYLAWS AMENDMENTS
A resolution by the delegate from the Edmonton Section, seconded by the delegate from the Twin Cities Section that effective immediately, the Council of Society Delegates approve the change of the legal name of the Society from “ISA – The Instrumentation, Systems, and Automation Society” to “International Society of Automation” and that the officers of the Society be authorized and directed to execute any and all necessary documents to affect the change of the name legally was ADOPTED.  The method of voting by raising hands was approved by consent.
By roll call vote, a resolution by the delegate from the Niagara Frontier Section, seconded by the delegate from the Northern California Section that Article XVIII, Section 1 be amended to strikeout the Member, Senior Member, and Fellow dues amount of $85.00 and insert $100.00; strikeout the dues amount of $158.00 for two years discounted rate and insert $186.00; and strikeout the dues amount of $225.00 for three years discounted rate and insert $265.00 was ADOPTED.
By roll call vote, a resolution by the delegate from the Twin Cities Section, seconded by the delegate from the Rochester Section that Article XVIII, Section 5, paragraph a, be amended to strikeout “in 2004, 17% of dues received from dues paying members, less any amount that is returned to the District with which the member is affiliated, returning to 20% in 2005. Unless a Section advises staff otherwise, 25% of its dues rebate will be distributed to the District Treasurer of the appropriate District for District expenses. Sections may change their percentage of rebate to the District from 25% to any other percentage, including zero” and insert “15% of the dues received to the section,” as amended by the delegate from the Rochester Section, seconded by the delegate from the Edmonton Section that Article XVIII, Section 5, be amended to strikeout “or District” and amended by the delegate from the Southwest Wyoming Section, seconded by the delegate from the Louisville Section to insert the word “active” before the word “Section” was ADOPTED.
