COUNCIL OF SOCIETY DELEGATES MEETING
1.
MEMBERSHIP

1.1
A Society Delegate or Alternate Delegate, one designated by each Section.  Delegates are voting members of the Council of Society Delegates. (Bylaws Article V, Paragraph 1)

1.2
Elected Officers of the Society (all District and Department Vice Presidents and Executive Board Members except the Executive Director and Parliamentarian).  Elected Officers are ex-officio members of the Council of Society Delegates but have no vote unless the officer has been designated by a Section as its Society Delegate. (Bylaws Article V, Paragraph 2)

2.
RESPONSIBILITIES (Bylaws Article VI, Paragraph 1)

2.1
The Council of Society Delegates controls the general policies of the Society through its powers to:

Nominate and elect the Officers,

Amend the Bylaws.

Review the Annual Reports of Officers.

3.
RIGHTS AND PRIVILEGES OF COUNCIL MEMBERS

3.1
All Council Members - Society Delegates and Elected Officers of the Society - have the right to:

Speak, when recognized by the chair,

Be seated on the floor of the Council,

Propose resolutions or amendments to resolutions.

Only Society Delegates have the right to vote (elected officers cannot vote but have all other rights and privileges as members of the Council).
