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STANDING RULES

COUNCIL OF SOCIETY DELEGATES MEETING

1.
CREDENTIALS

1.1
Identification ribbons must be worn for admittance to the meeting. Ribbons will be issued Sunday, 12 October, by the District Vice Presidents at the District Council meetings.

1.2
Any delegate leaving the delegate area must sign out with the District Vice President and the Credentials Committee. All late-coming delegates must sign in with the Credentials Committee who will direct them to their appropriate seat.

2.
SEATING

There shall be designated seating in the meeting room for all members of the Council, alternates and such observers as space may allow. There shall be designated seating on the Council floor for elected officers (non-voting, ex-officio members of the Council) who are not serving as Delegates.

3.
RECOGNITION

A delegate wishing to speak shall give his name and Section, after being recognized by the Chair.

4.
MOTIONS

4.1
The Chair may request that all main motions and amendments thereto shall be presented to the President-elect Secretary, in writing, and shall be signed by the maker of the motion.

4.2
All resolutions shall be presented to the President-elect Secretary by 5:00 p.m. on the afternoon prior to the Society Delegates meeting.

4.3
All resolutions, except those offered by the Executive Board or by committees, shall be referred to the Resolutions Committee to be presented with recommendations to the Society Delegate meeting.  [Note:  The Resolutions Committee is comprised of the President-elect Secretary, Past President and Parliamentarian.  The 2008 Resolutions Committee members are Gerald Cockrell, Steve Huffman, and Joan Houghton-Bonds.]
4.4
A two-thirds affirmative vote of the delegate body is necessary before an emergency resolution shall be considered.

5.
DEBATE

Debate shall be limited to two minutes for each speaker on each question.

6.
VOTING

Voting shall be by voice, or a show of hands, at the option of the Chair, except as noted in the Bylaws and MOP.  When required, a roll call vote shall be conducted.

Proxy voting is not permitted in accordance with the Bylaws.

7.
MINUTES

The President shall appoint a committee to approve the minutes of the Annual meeting.

8.
NEW BUSINESS

Items of business may be placed on the agenda by a two-thirds vote of the Delegate body.
