Here are the Details:

Date:  February 22, 2002

Time:  Tour begins promptly at 4:30 pm. Arrive not later than 4:15.

Place:  Meet at the Quackshack located at Newk’s Café, across from the Ice Palace, 514 Channelside Drive, Tampa. Directions Below.

Directions:  From I-275 take Exit 25, Ashley Street exit, into downtown.  Veer left once off the ramp to Tampa Street.  Take Tampa St. to Madison St., turn left.  Take Madison to Morgan St. Turn right on Morgan and go to Channelside Side Drive.  Turn left on Channelside drive.  Go several blocks toward the Ice Palace.  Look for “Newk’s Free Parking” lot.
