4.    Amend bylaws to enable ISA to engage in public policy activities, including


       lobbying in any country where ISA may operate but only with approval of ISA


       Executive Board.  To include providing expert opinion or data to government


       officials or agencies to assist their assessments or decision-making.  	


Passed by 2/3-majority vote.  [Section voted Yes. Membership votes =  Yes(7), No(4).]
